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Anne Hammarstrm is professor of public health focusing on Gender research at Ume University combined with 33 per cent clinical work as a general practitioner in Ume health care. She has more than 23 years experience of research on unemployment and health from a Swedish as well as international perspective, She has been a pioneer in developing gender research in public health and is now main responsible for the newly started Centre for Gender Research at the Faculty of Medicine at Ume University, with more than 130 members. Her main research fields are the following: 1. critical analyses of how sex and gender are dealt with in medical research 2. gender theoretical development in public health and medicine 3. empirical research on gendered constructions of depression as well as on gendered life circumstances (such as unemployment, labour market attachment, work environment, work-related rehabilitation, socioeconomic determinants, gender-based violence). Her empirical research is mainly based on a longitudinal school leaver’s studies with extremely low non-response rate. 

 She has several national as well as international commissions related to her competence in gender research, e.g. a gender expert for the National Institute of Public Health, a member of the Swedish Governments Scientific Working Committee, a member of the board of the Swedish Secretariat for Gender Research as well as a Member of the Employment Conditions Knowledge Network, WHO Commission on the Social Determinants of Health.
